The
Ambition score is the combination of your Actual score and a weighted
score of all the ambitions you have pledged to achieve.

The ability to set ambitions gives you the opportunity to commit to action
within a defined timeframe and demonstrate your commitment to
employees, customers and investors, forming the basis of an 'ambition
rating', which bolsters your score and incentivises your organisation to
reduce its negative footprint and increase its positive social and
environmental impact.

Throughout your sustainability journey, FuturePlus advisors are available
to help you develop your change management plans to ensure that your
sustainability ambitions are seen as a solid commitment to becoming a
better business by employees, customers and investors.

As the measurement process requires ongoing engagement and
participation from your organisation, rather than scraping data from
external sources, the scores are dynamic and can be updated on a
continuous basis.

INSIGHTS

Current Achievements, March 2026

Filtered Technologies is a learning technology company that develops AI-powered platforms designed to improve how organisations manage skills development
and learning content. The company focuses on helping enterprises connect skills, frameworks, digital learning resources, and workplace systems so employees
can access knowledge quickly and effectively. Organisations use the platform to improve engagement with learning resources and optimise their Learning and
Development investments. By improving the efficiency and accessibility of digital learning, Filtered supports more sustainable workforce development by
reducing duplicated training and encouraging continuous, future-focused skills building.

FuturePlus is built on the principle of measurable success. It starts with understanding, defining and bringing to life the sustainability goals of the organisations
we work with. By completing the FuturePlus assessment, Filtered has transformed its sustainability ambitions into a strategic roadmap for the future.

Filtered’s Actual score is 386/500. The FuturePlus Actual score reflects a measurement of the positive impact it is already achieving across the five FuturePlus
themes of Environment, Climate, Diversity and Inclusion, Economic, and Social impact.

Filtered’s Ambition score is 440/500. This score indicates the strength of its sustainability commitments for the future.

Climate

Filtered’s Actual score in the Climate theme is 73/100. We measure climate impact by looking at an organisation’s energy consumption and emissions across
the value chain, from sourcing and manufacturing, if relevant, to logistics, operations and transportation.

Filtered, while not operating in an overtly emissions-intensive industry, is committed to reducing GHG emissions from its services. For example, its AI-driven,
cloud-based skills platform lowers clients’ indirect GHG emissions by replacing carbon-intensive training (e.g., travel, physical venues, printed materials) and
instead, facilitating more efficient workforce up-skilling and redeployment.

Filtered is actively committed to putting plans in place to achieve Net Zero. This commitment is shown by the company monitoring both its Scope 1 and 2
emissions, and the company has also transitioned to energy-efficient office equipment and the optimisation of its AWS cloud infrastructure.

The Ambition score in this theme is 88/100, reflecting a strong commitment to strengthening its environmental performance. A key focus of the organisation is
to expand emissions monitoring and reporting practices to include Scope 3 emissions.



INSIGHTS

By doing so, Filtered will gain a more comprehensive understanding of its overall carbon footprint and be better positioned to identify meaningful opportunities
for emissions reduction.

In addition, Filtered has committed to achieving Net Zero by 2050. To support this, the organisation plans to implement a year-on-year emissions reduction plan
that will track progress and ensure the company meets its long-term climate goals. Establishing measurable annual targets will help translate this ambition into
actionable steps and provide greater accountability as the company progresses on its sustainability journey.

Diversity & Inclusion

Filtered achieved an Actual score of 70/100 in the Diversity & Inclusion (D&I) theme. FuturePlus measures D&I by looking at whether an organisation considers
and promotes diversity and inclusion when selecting and building relationships, both within and outside the business, from suppliers and employees, to board
members and communities. Diversity refers to ensuring that a range of different voices are brought to the table. Inclusion ensures that each voice is heard.

Filtered has implemented initiatives across multiple areas to foster a diverse and inclusive organisation. This includes providing an accessible and inclusive
workplace, conducting regular performance reviews, and maintaining robust D&I policies. These policies demonstrate the company’s commitment to hiring
without bias, ensuring equal opportunities regardless of gender, background, identity, or other personal characteristics.

Filtered’s D&I efforts extend beyond internal operations to its wider stakeholders. This is achieved by promoting diverse representation in media and
communications, using inclusive and bias-free language, and featuring diverse human imagery where appropriate. Regular reviews are conducted to ensure
these practices remain aligned with the company’s values.

Filtered’s Ambition score in this theme is 70/100, reflecting a developing but positive commitment to strengthening diversity and inclusion. One of the
company’s ambitions is to ensure that the Board of Directors or most senior governance body incorporates a diverse range of perspectives when developing
business strategy. Additionally, the organisation has set an ambition to develop a family leave policy (maternity, paternity, adoption etc) that exceeds statutory
requirements. Strengthening family leave provisions can support employee wellbeing and help create a more supportive workplace for employees. Overall, these
ambitions demonstrate a clear intention to strengthen inclusive workplace practices, governance, and diversity and inclusion in a cohesive way.



INSIGHTS

Social

Filtered’s Actual score in the Social theme is 82/100. We measure social impact by looking at how a business interacts and impacts its stakeholders, from
suppliers and employees, to customers and local communities. This means looking at an organisation’s policies and procedures, the measures it has in place for
safeguarding and nurturing its workforce, and its levels of community engagement.

Filtered demonstrates a strong commitment to positive social impact through a range of initiatives. The company maintains a comprehensive employee
handbook outlining its code of conduct and policies through all levels of the business. Filtered also ensures that all employees receive a real living wage
appropriate to their geography, which helps to reinforce a culture of value and appreciation within the company. As a fully remote team, Filtered minimises
travel by favoring domestic day trips by train and virtual participation whenever possible, supporting both employee wellbeing and work-life balance.

Filtered’s Ambition score in the Social theme is 88/100, reflecting a strong commitment to responsible business practices and ethical supply chain
management.

A key ambition is to ensure that no child labour exists within its own operations or its wider supply chain. By maintaining clear expectations for ethical labour
practices, Filtered aims to uphold internationally recognised human rights standards. Building on this commitment, the organisation also plans to assess the
potential human rights risks across its supply chain. These ambitions demonstrate a proactive approach to protecting human rights and strengthening
oversight of supply chain practices, while also providing a foundation for the organisation to further develop formal monitoring and reporting mechanisms in
the future.

Economic

Filtered’s Actual score in the Economic theme is 89/100. FuturePlus measures economic impact by looking at corporate ethics and purpose, and whether
responsible and good governance exists within an organisation.

Building on the initiatives highlighted under the Social theme, Filtered undertakes regular employee pulse surveys to monitor and evaluate employee satisfaction
and engagement. This enables the organisation to identify areas for improvement, respond proactively to employee feedback, and maintain a positive and
productive workplace culture. The organisation also upholds employees’ rights to freedom of association, union affiliation, and collective bargaining. By
protecting these rights, Filtered aims to foster an inclusive environment where employees feel respected, represented, and confident that their voices can be
heard.



INSIGHTS

Filtered has a robust password policy and operates under a 1Password model to manage secure credentials. This practice ensures compliance with data
protection standards. The company also has a comprehensive and publicly available code of ethics which establishes clear expectations for ethical behaviour
and decision-making across the organisation, helping to promote responsible business conduct.

The Ambition score in this theme is 91/100. One of the organisation’s key ambitions is to provide favourable payment terms to SMEs and small businesses
operating in low-income regions and countries. By offering supportive payment structures, Filtered aims to improve financial stability and create greater
opportunities for smaller suppliers. This ambition demonstrates the company’s intention to use its purchasing practices to generate positive social and
economic value across its wider supply network.

Environment

Filtered’s Actual score in the Environment theme is 72/100. FuturePlus measures environmental impact by looking at the interactions an organisation has with
the world around it, from the resources, materials and supplies it sources, to the products and services it produces, the buildings it operates in, and the waste
streams it discards.

Filtered is taking positive and practical action to reduce its environmental footprint. Filtered operates as a remote-first business with a commitment to a no-
paper model, utilising digital collaboration tools. In Filtered’s operations, they prioritise environmentally responsible practices such as favouring plant-forward
and locally sourced food. When printing is unavoidable, they use FSC-certified or recycled paper products, and they actively avoid the use of unsustainably
sourced timber or agricultural materials. These practices help reduce operational waste while promoting more sustainable behaviours across the organisation
and its supply chain.

Filtered’s Ambition score in this theme is 89/100, with a focus on the organisation’s strong commitment to improving transparency, responsible supply chain
management, and environmental stewardship.

A central goal of Filtered is to report to all stakeholders on its social and environmental performance, demonstrating transparency and building industry trust.
The organisation plans to actively invest in environmental protection and conservation initiatives, further strengthening this commitment. Filtered also plans to
introduce a supplier code of conduct that outlines expectations for positive environmental practices. These ambitions demonstrate a proactive approach to
strengthening sustainability governance and promoting responsible supply chain practices.

Filtered has also demonstrated a strong commitment to governance and social responsibility through initiatives that support employees and promote ethical
conduct. These include transparent policies on data protection and privacy, a comprehensive code of ethics, mechanisms for employee feedback and
engagement, and commitments to diversity, inclusion, and fair working conditions both internally and within the supply chain.

These ambitions demonstrate a clear intention to continue developing its sustainability strategy while increasing
transparency and accountability.
